With the exterior of the War Memorial Opera House glowing in rainbow colors, Pride Night at the
Opera on June 26 offers attendees a pairing of Mozart's popular fairy-tale opera The Magic Flute
and a night celebrating LGBTQIA+ identity and creativity. Presented in the inventive and visually
stunning production by Barrie Kosky and Suzanne Andrade, the staging draws inspiration from
the art of silent film, early Hollywood animation and 1920s Berlin cabaret. San Francisco Opera
Music Director Eun Sun Kim conducts the composer's final opera which includes its famous
overture and the Queen of the Night's unforgettable arias.

From 6:30-7:30 p.m., visit the outdoor Loggia on the Grand Tier level (third floor) of the Opera
House and experience a Pride exhibit by San Francisco Opera's Department of Diversity, Equity
and Community.
